· On Ganges, Brahmaputra and Meghna flood plain

· 80% of land is a flood plain
· 75% only 10m above sea level
· Seasonal monsoons and floods

· Caused by deforestation in Nepal and India on Himalayas and extended monsoon season

· 300’000 houses destroyed

· 1000 casualties via drowning or cholera

· 135’000 cattle lost

	Ganges Water Usage, India & Bangladesh

· 250 million inhabit drainage basin

· Starts in Himalayas and runs into Bay of Bengal

· Major settlements include Calcutta and Kanpur
Used for

· Irrigation – Rice Fields

· Domestic Use - washing

· Religious Practices – dead bodies deposited

· Travel – overcrowded boats

Results

· Low water quality

· Toxic waste concentrated during dry season

Problems

· High volume of water-borne diseases – Hepitatis A
· Sewage doesn’t get removed or carried away when water table is at ground level

· India’s and Bangladesh’s hospitals are under strain and few people can afford medical help

	Boscastle Floods, Cornwall, UK

· North Cornwall Coast, South West England

· Downstream of Bodmin Moor
· On river Valency and downstream of Jordan – Valency confluence

· Located in V shaped valley
· 200.2 mm rainfall over 4 hour period

· 3 metre high wall swept through Boscastle

· Car Park flooded

· Bridge destroyed

· 120 people trapped

· 30 vehicles ended up in harbour

· Two shops destroyed

· However increased tourism – mainly by school field trips

	2007 Bangladeshi Floods

Causes

· Cyclone Sidr - Most destructive cyclone in a decade

· Melting snow from Himalayas

· Deforestation speeds up water route and decreases water lag time.

· High population density

· 125 million inhabitants

· $200 GDP – poor housing, Shanty towns

Results

· 2000 dead

· 25 million displaced

· 80% of land flooded

· 150 fishing boats lost

· Long aid relief required

· 95% of crops destroyed

· Lack of clean running water

	Towyn, Wales, UK

· 10km2 flooded from Abergele to Rhyl

· Combination of rough seas

· Gale force winds

· High tides

· Brought devastation to over resourceful and occupied land

· 2’800 properties destroyed

· Train line blocked off

· Now protected by a 5 metre high sea wall and rip rap

· Damage brought enabled employment for builders

	1002 Lands, Alaska, USA

· Nearest Settlement is Prudhoe Bay
· Part of Arctic National Wildlife Refuge which covers 19 million acres in Alaska

· 1002 area covers 1.5 million acres

· Oil companies want to drill for oil
· President George Bush reduced restrictions in area on drilling however President Obama prevented further development due to lack of significant proof of large enough amounts of oil

· In 1998 16 billion barrels of oil were predicted but in 2010 this was re-evaluated to be only 900 million barrels
· Environmental effects would be large scale as the infrastructure built would be expansive taking up 640’000 acres
· The 1002 lands are breeding grounds of Porcupine Caribou Herd which have the longest migration route of any land mammal – 1’500 miles

· These are part of the diet of the native Gwich’in and Inupiat tribes who have settlements in the 1002 areas

	Israel Fertility Rate

· Population of 7.5 million
· Fertility Rate: 2.7 per woman

· 1.5% growth rate

· 19.24 births per 1000

· 0.2% HIV rate

· Female Literacy Rate of 95.6%
· School Age expectancy of 16 years old for women

· Equality for women

· 75.9% are Jewish

· High encouragement towards marriage and children – Jewish belief humans aren’t complete without marriage

· Contraception forbidden by most Jewish population – Reform Jews are lenient

· 92% are urban inhabitants

· Contradiction as women have careers and are urban inhabitants - would mean low fertility rate as women have kids older and less need for children
· Religious views have affected the fertility rate and turned these predictions round

Social Welfare

HW & S

· Low maintenance of area

· Lack of access

· Low availability of ‘creature comforts’

· Community spirit due to close proximity

T & H

· Higher standard of life

· Not much community spirit due to isolation

· High amount of ‘creature comforts’

	Botswana – HIV

· Hit by epidemic of HIV and AIDS in 1990

· 300’000 adults living with AIDS

· ¼ of population

· Average Life Expectancy of 40 years after outbreak

· 93’000 children lost at least one parent to AIDS

· Economic Growth stalled due to drop in people of working age

· Eventually first African State to provide antiretroviral drug in 2001

· Response was slow as first response was 10 years after first case in 1997

· In 2008 $380 million was spent on Botswana HIV response with 66% coming from Botswanan Government

· By 2003 education was widespread with advertising for contraception increased

· From 2004 to 2008 under 15 sex halved to 3.5%

· In 2000 response was restricted to certain HIV affected cohorts like pregnant women

· MASA was the main programme set up but struggled to meet itstargets as it was overwhelmed by the numbers

	UK and Coronary Heart Disease

· Coronary Heart Disease is the UK’s biggest killer with 94’000 deaths each year

· 1/5 men and 1/7 women suffer

· Angina (common symptom) affects 2 million
· Deaths more likely in Winter
· Scotland has the highest prevalence

· Caused by smoking, Obesity, Unhealthy diet
· Causes Diabetes and high blood levels

· Most common in people with Asian backgrounds

· Levels have dropped by 45% since 2001

· £1.73 billion paid to NHS for CHD in 1999

· 24.16% of production losses attributable to mortality of CHD

· 75.6% due to morbidity of CHD

· Annual cost for CHD burdens are £7.09 billion

· NHS responded by easing access to cardiologists
· Created Change 4 Life campaign advertising problems and promoting exercise

· British Heart Foundation created as a charity to aid research and help towards CHD sufferers

	Smoking and Tobacco Industry

· 15 billion cigarettes sold a day

· 1.3 billion smokers in the world

· 1 billion are men (43% of all men over 15)

· 300 million are women (10% of all women over 15)

· 800 million are in developing world – India and China

· 350 million smokers in China (75% of men and 4% of women)

· LEDCs main target for tobacco TNCs

Health Risks

· Lung, Mouth, Throat Cancer

· Lukemia

· Asthma, Emphesema

· Increase in Cardiac disease

· People smoking at 15 are three times more likely to die prematurely than people who smoke at 20

	British American Tobacco (BAT)

· World’s Largest non-state owned tobacco TNC

· Have 60 tobacco plants

· $70 billion revenue – more than combined GDP of Costa Rica, Lithuania, Senegal, Sri Lanka, Uganda and Zimbabwe

· £26 billion via tax to governments worldwide

	India and LEDC Impacts from Tobacco Industry

· 55’000 children start using tobacco every year in India

· 5 million children addicted in India

· Cigarettes are only 20% of tobacco Usage

· In India BAT have 100% control on production

· LEDCs targeted due to cheap labour

· Kenya worst hit

· 17 million farmers employed

· 15’000 hectares used for tobacco plantations

· ½ cost of production in USA

	Regional Health Inequalities

· Scotland have high percentage of lung cancer, heart disease strikes and alcohol related problems

· Wales highest in Cancers

· Northern Ireland highest in respiratory disease

· Highest Life Expectancy in South England

· Clear North/South Divide

· Social classes have mass divide – children in social class 5 hve higher infant mortality rates

London Inequalities

· East end worst off with lowest life expectancy and lowest education

· Tower Hamlets have expectancy of 76.55

· Kensington and Chelsea have expectancy of 83.7 for men and 87 for women

· Tower Hamlets have highest incidence of TB

· Highest population of children in poverty

· Highest teenage pregnancy rate

· However, education on pregnancy has taken effect with low rates of smoking during pregnancy and breast feeding is most likely to be adopted

	NHS Inequalities

· Old and disabled have worse access to health due to travel
· Mid Essex gets £1269 pp
· City and Hackney gets £2136 pp
· Depends on Area

	West Cornwall – Poor Health Factors

· Far proximity to Truro Hospital (26 miles from Penzance)

· Small roads and holiday traffic causes major cues making access to hospital hard

· Small villages don’t have access to doctors – only 38% of settlements have a permanent doctors surgery

· Only 70% of settlements are on a bus route and buses are irregular

· Leisure Centres and sports facilities are only in major cities – not accessible to Working class people not in main cities

· High House prices means locals struggle to live in suitable housing

	Glaxo Smith Kline (GSK)

· Drug development means they can have 20 year patents

· Sell ¼ of world vaccines

· 4 billion packs of medicine

· £8 billion in profit in 2011

· Give drugs to smaller countries – 750 million albendazole tablets to treat 130 million inflammatory disease

· Spend 3.8% of pre-tax profits on health schemes

	Slough Population Change

· In 2001 census Slough had a projected reduction in population and an increase in age
· 2004 change in EU immigration laws saw and influx of 10-12’000 immigrants moving into the area
· This changed the projected population trend
· This shocked services which weren’t prepared for an increase in population and Slough council had removed some services as it had lost some government backing due to decreasing population
· This influx meant an increase in minimum paid workers
· Large ethnic diversity meant new synagogues were built
· New schools had to be built to cope with youthful population increase
· These schools had problems as in a year of 120 only 12 had English as a first language which is hard on the teachers
· Sudden change in social events and local ethos

	China’s One Child Policy

· Anti-natalist approach

· Chairman Mao encouraged population growth

· This led to famine in 1959

· In 1974 Chairman Wan Xishao brought in the motto of ‘later, longer, fewer’ but this had little effect and population still grew a an alarming rate

· In 1982 the one child policy was implemented

· Implemented via high fines

· Increase in legal age of marriage – 24 for men and 20 for women

· Permits required to have children

· Free education for families that obeyed the one child policy

· Denial of benefits if more than one child

· Forced Abortions brought in

· Decreased fertility rate – prevented 400 million births

· Reduced population growth

· Fastest growing economy currently

· Gender Imbalance

· Dependency Time Bomb

· By 2040 320 million projected to be over 60s

· To support growth plans urbanisation rates are too low

· Caused by rural dwellers holding onto land rights they’d lose if they move into city

· Only 1.9% of GDP is spent on education

	Vietnam Two Child Policy

· 3.8 Fertility Rate

· Average age was 21

· Policy brought in 1988 to stop increase

· Fines brought in for families with more than two children

· Public sector workers were threatened with job losses

· More vigorously implemented in the North than South due to population density

· Two children prevented gender imbalance

· Poverty reduced as working class families don’t have large family to support

· Enabled economic growth as allowed optimum population to be closed in on

· Still a dependency time bomb but not as large as China’s

	France Pro-Natalist Approach

· Code de la Famille brought in to advertise increase in population

· Increase in maternity leave depending on which number child there is

· More children meant bigger pension

· Increase to 1.98 fertility rate in 2007

	Italy Population Crisis

· Fertility rate of 1.33

· 2 million decrease in 0-19 years

· 5 million decrease in 20-64 years

· 4 million increase in 64+ years

· Life Expectancy of 81 years

· In 2050 median age predicted to be 51 years

· High marriage age

· 63% of population not married

· 92.3% of men between 20-24 live with their parents

· Grants and family allowances brought in

· Easier access for immigrants to citizenship rights

	Cornwall

· Low paid seasonal jobs only with tourist influx in summer

· 25% of population live under national average wage

· High house prices for tourists

· People of working age out-migrate to Major cities for better work

· Farming, fishing, mining etc. are all decreasing as supermarkets or TNCs source these products from cheaper other European or Asian markets

· Tourism employs 25% of population directly

· Geographic isolation as the closest City in the ‘economic core’ is Bristol which is 4 hours from Penzance

· Aging population due to influx of retirees

	Uganda

Poverty Eradication Action Plan

· Improve Economic Management

· Enhance Production

· Done via local enterprise

· Democracy was brought in 2006

· Bringing in anticorruption groups

· Brought stability
